L egally speaking:
SWC Procedures and other changesfor VFR trafficat FACT

Following affective from 3 June 2010 till PERMANENT:-

1. Centralised Aeronautical Information Management Service Centre (AIM): Refer to AIP SUPPL
S051/10. Asfrom 3 June 2010 ATC flight plans can only be filed in the following ways:

a) phone call to the Aeronautical Information Management (AIM) Service Centre on the share-call number
0860 FLY NOW (0860 359 669). From any Telkom-linethisisbilled asalocal call.

b) on the ATNS file2fly website https.//file2fly.atns.co.za/aes/l ogin.jsp. Users must register (free) to utilize
thissite.

c) fax to the AIM Service Centre on 011 928 6514. The fax must still be followed up approximately 5
minutes later with a phone call to 0860 FLY NOW to establish that the flight plan has been received
correctly.

d) from outside South Africa by phone on +27 11 928 6518.

Local ATS centres will not accept flight plans after 3 June 2010. Flight plans may be filed up to 6 daysin
advance, and should befiled 4 to 6 hoursin advance to aid ATNS in traffic planning. Pilots must allow a
minimum of 30 minutes for the flight plan to be entered into the system before requesting departure or
arrival slots from 011 928 6433 (CAMU), if necessary.

2. Standard VFR Traffic routes and operations within FACT CTR: Refer to AIP SUPPL S054/10 —
following routes may be used by ATC during busy periods

When Runway 01 in use:-

Bottelary 01 departure— Climb to 1500ft routing via University of Western Cape — R300/V oortrekker
road interchange — north of Kuilsriver golf course — remain north of Bottelary Road towards Devon Valley
till clear of CTR.

Kenilworth 01 departure— Climb to 1500ft routing north of Guguletu Vlei towards northern point of
Kenilworth till clear of CTR.

Bottelary 01 arrival — Onceissued with BOTTELARY 01 ARRIV AL route from vicinity of northern
slopes/Devon Valley south of Bottelary Road - south of Kuilsriver golf course — Blackheath Industrial to
right downwind abeam Threshold RWY 34.

Kenilworth 01 arrival — Once issued with KENILWORTH 01 ARRIVAL route from vicinity south of
Kenilworth - south of Guguletu Vle —left downwind abeam ATC Tower.



When Runway 19 in use:-

Bottelary 19 departure— Climb to 1500ft routing via Blackheath Industrial — south of Kuilsriver golf
course — remain south Bottelary Road till clear of CTR.

Kenilworth 19 departure— Climb to 1500ft routing south of Guguletu Vlei towards southern point of
Kenilworth till clear of CTR.

Bottelary 19 arrival — Onceissued with BOTTELARY 19 ARRIV AL route from vicinity of northern
slopes/Devon Valley north of Bottelary Road - north of Kuilsriver golf course — R300/V oortrekker RD
Interchange to left downwind abeam Threshold RWY 34

Kenilworth 19 arrival — Once issued with KENILWORTH 19 ARRIVAL route from vicinity north of
Kenilworth - north of Guguletu Vlei —right downwind abeam Radar Tower.

D200 flights — expect routing via Kenilworth / FAY P.

Coastwise routing — 1000ft or below between Muizenberg — Macassar Beach — along northern boundary of

Now let’s take alook at the
first rule of thumb.

Johnny asksthefollowing: “HOW DO | GET MY AIRCRAFT TO FLY FASTER?"

Well besides the obvious things like flying at a higher power setting or following a gale force south
easterly wind, some of you might not know that by loading your aircraft with a centre of gravity further aft
toward the rear limit will result in that precious few knots extra. The reasoning behind thisis that
aerodynamically you will be slightly reducing the amount of down force created by the horizontal
stabilizer, resulting in aglightly less stable but faster aircraft.

PL EASE remember that the tips provided in this column are for your information only and should in no
way replace your own flight planning. For each flight it is still your responsibility to do proper flight
planning and weight and balance cal culations with reference to your aircraft operating manual. ALWAYS
make sure that your aircraft is within weight and the centre of gravity with in the limits.
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L OCATION: Hanger 35 at Stellenbosch Airfield - FASH

MANUFACTURING MATERIAL.: Sted and Cromedec and cement floor. Two Whirly birds-
Ventilation.
