L egally speaking:

We have al seen many changes to the Aviation legislation over the past two years, of which the most
significant is Part 61 (Licensing). In future issues of the newdletter, | will try and shed some light on the
latest developments on Part 61. One Part of the Law which was never very clear, was regarding the areas
in which training was alowed. We have always just assumed that it was okay to conduct training in
uncontrolled airspace. One can imagine the legal implications of an accident involving atraining aircraft
and a private aircraft on a private flight in uncontrolled airspace.

With the latest amendments to Part 141 (the part of the aviation legislation that regulates aviation training
organizations), | saw that the SACAA have now made it very clear that any training should be conducted
in adesignated training area or FAD.

Bearing in mind that in the Western Cape we only have the Delta 200 as a FAD for training and the fact
that | don’t want to be caught with my pants down, | decided to get together with the other school’ sin the
Cape Town areato address the problem. For my sins, | was then elected to represent most of the schools
and to proceed with the urgent application of an additional FAD for the Western Cape. Thisinvolved
gathering feedback from all the major operators in the Western Cape, including ATNS and the Air Force.



After this process was completed, | had to jump in an aircraft and present all of thisto the NASCOM
committee at the SACAA. This committee consists of ATNS, SACAA, Environmental Affairs,
representation from the Airline industry and Genera aviation, with the task to advise the commissioner of
SACAA on airspace matters. The meeting went very well and the committee understood the serious safety
risks with having just one FAD in the Cape Town area. The application was then approved and we should
seeit in the August cycle of the AIP's, AIC’'s, Notams and AIP sups.

What this comes down to is that the areafrom the TMA A North boundary, the R44 north to Porterville
and the N7 down to the TMA A boundary will now be a FAD with its own frequency of 124.2. It will
consist of a southern sector with alimit of GND to 4000ft and a Northern Sector with alimit of GND to
8000ft. The existing FAD 200 will remain with it’s frequency of 124.4. Many thanksto all that assisted
me with this process and the committee for their contributions.

Now lets take alook at the
second rule of thumb.

Johnny has been offered aflip in the mustang of afriend of hisand al Johnny hasto dois pay for the fuel.
(Lucky sod). Johnny asks the following: “HOW MUCH WOULD THE FUEL COST ME?’

So this rule of thumb will enable you to quickly calculate the fuel consumption of any reciprocating piston
engine aircraft. Andtheruletouseis:

“0.5 pounds of fuel per horsepower per hour”

S0 | ets make some sense of this. The P51 mustang has a 1200HP engine and we will assume that we will
be flying at 75% power, therefore:

1200HP x 75% = 900HP x 0.5 Lbs/per HP/ Hour = 450L bs per hour divided by 6L bs per Gallon = 75
gallons per hour.

Lets see how thisworks for our Cessna 152 as most of us will not be so lucky to fly in the Mustang:

100HP x 65% = 65HP x 0.5 Lbs/per HP/hour = 32.5 Lbs per hour divided by 6Lbs per Gallon = 5.4
gallons per hour.

PL EASE remember that the tips provided in this column is for your information only and should in no
way replace your own fuel planning for each flight and that it is still your responsibility to do proper flight
planning with reference to your aircraft operating manual.
